                  I wanted to share with you that we conducted a lockdown drill today and the drill which is 
mandated, was very successful. In reviewing this procedure, along with the Safety Committee we will 
evaluate the process and make any necessary changes in our procedures. In the event of an incident, our 
goal is to make sure we keep all children and adults in the building safe. This is very important to all of 
us. 
                 As I write this, please make a special note of our master calendar. Due to New York State 
Testing changes our current calendar will not be correct. These changes will impact our plans and 
programs for the end of April and all of May. All testing information in the calendar is correct but this 
will impact other traditional events. We are still in the process of making decisions about many programs 
that will take place in the spring, so remember to view the website and look for e-mails that will help you 
keep up to date with the changes that we must make. 
                The Middle School mid-term exam dates are also included in this packet, as well as the 8th 
grade High School visitation schedule.  There will be an 8th grade parent meeting on January 26 at 7:30 
pm in the library and Kindergarten Registration is Tuesday, February 2nd and Wednesday, February 3rd 
from 1-3pm in the breezeway of the school. 
                Our Superintendent Conference Day was very successful as our staff reviewed new English 
Language Arts grammar books and evaluated spelling and writing programs. Our middle school teachers 
were trained on a new computerized grade book system while our special education teachers met to 
prepare for annual reviews.  A group of teachers are in the process of putting a book room together which 
will provide multiple copies of rich books in a variety of genres. Faculty members in grades K-5 will be 
able to share and exchange great books with children in their classes and provide rich literature in a 
centrally located place. This is a project that we are extremely excited about.  
              Our aides and cafeteria monitors had the opportunity to review new safety procedures and 
evaluate their role in this process. They had the opportunity to work with Mrs. Dunstan and Ms. 
Cavanagh and share techniques that will help them work with children in the cafeteria and out on the 
playground.   
              Additionally, our entire staff had the opportunity to look at and read the new Board of Education 
goals. This was a very productive day and worthwhile for all. 
              In closing, I want to take this time to share with you that Mrs. Betty Lou Clune, the 
superintendent’ s secretary will be retiring. She has served the district with distinct honor for 22 years and 
we wish her all the best as she ventures into a new phase of her life. Since we returned from the Holiday 
break, individuals and particular grade levels have chosen a day to do something special for her. She has 
had lunch made for her, breakfast brought in, cards written, songs sang, poems recited and her last few 
weeks at the Garrison School have been wonderful as each group has had the opportunity to share 
heartfelt expressions of thanks to a very special lady. Her last day is January 28th and she will be honored 
at the Board of Education on February 10th, 2010 at 7:30 pm in the library. We invite you to join us. And 
hope you can share this special time with Mrs. Clune.

From January 2010 through April 2010, the Garrison School will be participating in a 
very unique food drive organized by the Putnam Community Action Program (CAP). 
CAP is an anti-poverty program dedicated to serving residents of Putnam County who are 
struggling to support themselves and/or their families. Their goal is to help these 
individuals attain self-sufficiency through various services and programs. 
 
One of the most important aspects of this program is to help meet the basic need for food. 
The CAP food pantry serves individuals and families across Putnam County. The 
institution of a brand new initiative invites students throughout the county to work 
together to help CAP fight against hunger. Putnam Students for CAP (P.S. CAP) is 
designed for students, in each participating school district, to collect specific food and 
toiletry items for the CAP food pantry each month. Grade levels will be acknowledged in 
the local paper and on the CAP website at the end of each collection period.

To the parent/guardians of all fifth through eighth graders: 
 
We will be starting the NYS mandatory scoliosis screening this month.  All students in 
5th through 8th grade will be check privately, during physical education class.  The spine 
is checked visually, by me, while the student stands upright, and then bending over.  
Scoliosis can occur when the spine grows unevenly during a growth spurt.  The usual 
treatment for a student with scoliosis is observation and possibly x-rays throughout 
puberty.  I will call the parent/guardian of any student who needs to be followed up by 
their physician.
